Play 
Play is child’s work. Play is always purposeful 
for the child.  Children learn through the 
free choice of activities in a space designed 
and equipped to be appropriate for their level 
of development. A sensitive adult enters the 
play on the child’s own terms, even when 

offering new direction to the activity. 

 
Creative Expression 
Individual expression 

is encouraged through 

drama and dance, arts 

and crafts, music and 

physical education. 

 

Pre-reading Activities 
Stories, songs, finger plays and puppet shows 

foster the development of listening skills; an 

appreciation of books; and an awareness of the 

relationship between speech and the printed word. 

The discussion and drama activities based on 

stories enhance speech skills. 

 

Pre-number Concepts 
For the young child, the emphasis is on developing 

an awareness of the relationship of shapes, 

numbers and the basic mathematical concepts; 

identifying and classifying; ordering and 

positioning; recognizing quantity and size; 

comparing and arranging. 

A longer information form will be 
provided once registration is 
completed and will be required 
prior to the start of school.
